Aloha Harvest is a non-profit organization that gathers quality donated food and delivers it “free of charge” to social service agencies feeding the hungry on O`ahu.
Aloha Harvest is a reliable link between businesses and individuals that have good perishable and non-perishable food they want to donate and the social service agencies that feed the hungry in our communities.  In the spring of 1999, founder Helen ver Duin Palit was asked by the HAU`OLI MAU LOA FOUNDATION to conduct feasibility study in Hawai`i for the island of O`ahu. The study included discussions with potential food companies that might elect to donate, social service agencies feeding people in need and key members of the O`ahu community.
The conclusion of the study was that the Harvest concept was feasible and there was a need for such a program on O`ahu. The Harvest program is an easy solution to two of our national problems; 1) reducing the waste of good food; and 2) helping to feed the hungry in the community.  Hence, Aloha Harvest opened its doors in November of 1999.
Aloha Harvest is now in its 11th year of service to our community.  Since its inception, Aloha Harvest has collected and distributed over 6.8 million pounds of food which now includes quality perishable and non-perishable foods, as well as beverages.  The food has been donated by over 650 participating donors such as restaurants, caterers, government facilities, hotels, food distributors, businesses and others.  This food would otherwise be discarded and gone to waste.  Aloha Harvest is environmentally and economically minded and our program prevents waste, recycles and meets the needs of literally thousands who are facing hunger daily.  Aloha Harvest does not store any food. The food that is picked up each day is delivered that same day!
Currently, we deliver food to 147 agencies that help feed the hungry, needy and homeless.  Eighty-seven of these agencies (60%) provide food specifically to the homeless, those with special needs, women, or children and youth.  The other 60 agencies (40%) serve a mixed population that includes children, men, women, single families, the elderly, the homeless, and the mentally or physically disabled.  In 2010, on a daily basis, Aloha Harvest helped these agencies feed over 48,339 individuals monthly:  children/youth – 28%; women – 52%; needy – 100%; elderly – 20% and 91% of all agencies work with disabled (mentally, physically challenged or substance abuse).  Over the past couple years, these agencies have seen their numbers double and some even tripled!  With more people needing food assistance, the food donations we receive is going out faster than the agencies can keep up with, which means donations from Aloha Harvest are in greater demand.
Aloha Harvest distributes food to agencies in these geographic areas:  Honolulu (50%), Leeward (29%), Waianae (8%), Windward (7%), Central (4%) and North Shore (2%).
For Aloha Harvest, delivering ready-to-serve food is not just about providing a necessity of life.  It’s about relationships -- connecting donors with excess food that would otherwise go to waste and providing that food to those in need who would otherwise go hungry.  It’s about giving people the help they need through difficult times.  It’s about supporting social service agencies in their work.
